SECTION 4) FIRST-AID MEASURES

Inhalation

Remove victim to fresh air and keep at rest in a position comfortable for breathing. If not breathing, if breathing is irregular or if respiratory
arrest occurs, provide artificial respiration or oxygen by trained personnel. It may be dangerous to the person providing aid to give mouth-
to-mouth resuscitation. Get medical attention. If unconscious, place in recovery position and get medical attention immediately. Maintain
an open airway.

Eye Contact

Immediately flush eyes with plenty of water for at least 15 minutes. Remove contact lenses, if present and easy to do. Continue rinsing.
Get medical attention if irritation develops and persists.

Skin Contact

Take off contaminated clothing and shoes immediately. Wash affected areas with plenty of water. Wash contaminated clothing
before reuse. Seek medical attention if irritation develops or persists.

Ingestion

Wash out mouth with water. Remove dentures if any. Remove victim to fresh air and keep at rest in a position comfortable for breathing.
If material has been swallowed and the exposed person is conscious, give small quantities of water to drink. Stop if the exposed person
feels sick as vomiting may be dangerous. Do not induce vomiting unless directed to do so by medical personnel. If vomiting occurs, the
head should be kept low so that vomit does not enter the lungs. Get medical attention. If necessary, call a poison center or physician.
Never give anything by mouth to an unconscious person. If unconscious, place in recovery position and get medical attention
immediately. Maintain an open airway. Loosen tight clothing such as a collar, tie, belt or waistband.

Specific Hazards in Case of Fire

Extremely flammable aerosol. Runoff to sewer may create fire or explosion hazard. In a fire or if heated, a pressure increase will occur
and the container may burst, with the risk of a subsequent explosion. Gas may accumulate in low or confined areas or travel a
considerable distance to a source of ignition and flash back, causing fire or explosion. Bursting aerosol containers may be propelled from
a fire at high speed.

Fire-Fighting Procedures

Promptly isolate the scene by removing all persons from the vicinity of the incident if there is a fire. No action shall be taken involving any
personal risk or without suitable training. Move containers from fire area if this can be done without risk. Use water spray to keep fire-
exposed containers cool.

Special Protective Actions
Use self-contained breathing apparatus with a full face piece operated in the positive pressure demand mode when fighting fires.

SECTION 6) ACCIDENTAL RELEASE MEASURES

Emergency Procedure

No action shall be taken involving any personal risk or without suitable training. Evacuate surrounding areas. Keep unnecessary and
unprotected personnel from entering. In the case of aerosols being ruptured, care should be taken due to the rapid escape of the
pressurized contents and propellant. If a large number of containers are ruptured, treat as a bulk material spillage according to the
instructions in the clean-up section. Do not touch or walk through spilled material. Shut off all ignition sources. No flares, smoking or
flames in hazard area. Avoid breathing vapor or mist. Provide adequate ventilation. Wear appropriate respirator when ventilation is
inadequate. Put on appropriate personal protective equipment.

Small spill: Stop leak if without risk. Move containers from spill area. Use spark-proof tools and explosion-proof equipment. Dilute with
water and mop up if water-soluble. Alternatively, or if water-insoluble, absorb with an inert dry material and place in an appropriate waste
disposal container. Dispose of via a licensed waste disposal contractor.

Large spill: Stop leak if without risk. Move containers from spill area. Use spark-proof tools and explosion-proof equipment. Approach
release from upwind. Prevent entry into sewers, water courses, basements or confined areas. Wash spillages into an effluent treatment
plant or proceed as follows. Contain and collect spillage with non-combustible, absorbent material e.g. sand, earth, vermiculite or
diatomaceous earth and place in container for disposal according to local regulations (see Section 13). Dispose of via a licensed waste
disposal contractor. Contaminated absorbent material may pose the same hazard as the spilled product. Note: see Section 1 for
emergency contact information and Section 13 for waste disposal.
