Close outside doors and windows. Shut off fans, air conditioners, and ventilation equip-
ment.

Remove pets and birds, cover and turn off fish aquariums before activating fogger. Place a chair,
small table or stand in the center of the room to be treated and cover with newspaper. Cover wood
floors and wood furniture in the immediate area around fogger with newspapers or a drop cloth.
Open cabinets, cupboards, drawers, closets and doors in areas to be treated. Fill out and place
hang-tag on the door to the treated area to alert family and others with access to the treated area
not to enter for 2 hours.

SHAKE WELL BEFORE USE. KEEP CONTAINER UPRIGHT
T0 START FOGGING: Point fogger away from face and eyes when releasing (container sprays
straight up). To lock valve in open position for automatic discharge, press valve button down firmly,

until it snaps into place. Then place the fogger on the stand or table in the center of IIE
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the room.

Vacate the treated house, individual apartment unit or other structure immediately.
Do not remain in the area during treatment. Keep treated area closed for two (2) hours.
Do not Re-enter for 2 hours
AIRING OUT: Wait two (2) hours after application, then open windows, vents and
doors for two (2) hours. If an odor is still detectable, additional ventilation is required.
To Kill Brown Dog Ticks and Fleas: Destroy pet’s old bedding and replace with clean,
fresh bedding after treatment is completed. Use product as above. Pets should be treat-

ed with a registered flea and tick control product prior to reentering treated premises.
STORAGE AND DISPOSAL

Do not contaminate water, food, or feed by storage and disposal. Pesticide Storage: Store in a

cool, dry area.
